FCFCA MARCH 2011 MEETING MINUTES

The March meeting was called to order by Chairman Stoner at 1900 hours. The regular order of business was suspended to allow an Organization that does fire restoration a chance to speak to the forum. This lasted for approx. 20 minutes. The meeting was placed back in normal order at 1920. The January meeting minutes were approved as communicated via email text (there was no Feb meeting due to a fire) on a Bigler/Trace motion. All in favor, motion passed.
Treasurer Ebersole read the Treasurer’s report for the month. Report is on file for viewing if needed. Tim has been an outstanding job at getting our money that has been owed to us from departments.
Tim Ebersole stated that the boot camp will run from July 24-30 this year. The maximum number of cadets will be 36. Flyers will be coming out in approx. 1-2 weeks. Each station will be permitted to submit 3 cadets. If anyone knows of area businesses that would like to donate, please get their names/contact information to Tim. Looking for departments to host meals for the week as done in the past. Looking at doing a FF combat challenge in the fall as a fundraiser for the camp.
Chief Dubbs stated that there is a pilot program for web based version of Firehouse going on.
Chief FitzGerald stated to the group to keep AFC Jason Kuehler and his family in your thoughts and prayers has he continues to improve in the Burn unit at John Hopkins.
DES: Radios are on new system except for Co.13 (they are being patched). FCC email from Director Donahue should not pertain to us and should not take anything from us. 420-440 should be the ranges that are affected. Chief Barnes stated that he talked to a Motorola rep at the FDIC concerning warranty information. This was due to a problem that had occurred at his place of employment.
Chief FitzGerald and DFC Holmquist reported from the radio working group. The group had met with some area Chief’s concerning the fleet mapping and was getting feedback from field users as well. DFC Holmquist presented a new proposed fleet map based upon the feedback given from the field users. If there are any question/comments/concerns please get with the working group of Chief FitzGerald, DFC Dubbs and DFC Holmquist. Along with this, Chief Hoover presented a change to the Communications manual that would have the dispatchers check with the OIC or if none the first due piece of apparatus responding whether to replace units that have failed, then rather have communications just automatically replace them. There was very strong support from the members present on this issue and since not all stations were represented, this was to be emailed to all county chiefs and we will bring back at the April 2011 meeting.
Chief Reed presented the mutual aid officers responding policy. After reviewing the policy there was a motion by Bigler/FitzGerald to approve the Mutual Aid Officers policy. Vote was taken with all in favor except 1 (Chief Barnes). Policy will lay for 60 days and then go into effect.
Chief Wishard stated that there will be an exercise on April 10, 2011 at the Chambersburg Mall. If your department is on the 1st alarm assignment, you will be dispatched. This will take place at approx. 1800 hours. There also will be a SCOTT SCBA demo on April 20th at 1900 in the Fayetteville Fire Dept. community building.
Chief Trace thanked everyone and all the departments that have offered their assistance during his stations time of need. He stated that the support has been over whelming and he also gave an overview of Jason’s status. He went to an outside source to complete an After Action Review (Chief FitzGerald, DFC Dubbs and FF Corwell) to complete. Once Chief Trace gets the findings back, he stated that he will make the report available to anyone that wants.
There will be a work detail on Saturday April 23, 2011 at the training center at 0900. Help is needed.
