The January monthly meeting of the FCFCA was called to order at 1900 hours by Chairman Stoner. The normal order of business was refrained to allow Mike Balsley from the Franklin County Fire Police Association to speak. Mr. Balsley spoke about the fire police reports that they must submit monthly (currently 5 departments submitting), their association has a website and training that they have scheduled. Let’s remember that the fire police are a much needed asset to assist us with our job.
MINUTES: The previous months minutes were sent via email communication. On a Kuehler/Reitz motion the minutes were approved as communicated.

TREASURUER’S REPORT: Tim Ebersole gave a Treasurer’s report (money in and money out). Report is on file. On a Koons/Himes motion the Treasurer’s report was approved as communicated.

TRAINING REPORT: Clyde Thomas reported that there were 5 people showed up for the Interior Firefighter class. Class was not held. Clyde is still awaiting confirmation from Bucks County on the FF I class. A work detail is needed for the FF I and FF II test props. We will be certified testing location for these classes. Station 4 will be the first FF I class in March. The following classes: 2/16/2011 RIT Awareness, Elevator Awareness class in the near future, FF I written March 18, Skills March 19, NIMS 300 March 10, 11 and 12 at Co.1, NMS 400 March 26 and 27 at Co.1, Vehicle Rescue Series at Co.15 starting February 23, 2011.
PENNFIRS: Chief Dubbs reported that a pilot program for web based version of firehouse will be taking place. Questions concerning this can be directed to him.

COMMUNICATIONS: Mr. Donahue reported that box cards are due to Steve Sites by March 31, 2011 at close of business. County is eligible for an AED grant, more information to follow. Greencastle Police Department is already transitioned over, seems to be working well. Co.3 and Greene Township will be transitioning the first week of February. The County Drug Task Force used the new radios last week all over the county during a drug raid; all seemed ok with no problems. Approx. the week of 2/14/2011 for transitioning. The end of March 2011 is the completion deadline. NIMS certificates should be here in approx. 1 week. The power points should be going out on Monday to the departments, then the fire department trainer’s are to train their personnel, Compros then comes and does installation and then the county signs off. There were several questions being raised as to the procedures and training of personnel. Chief 1 has consistency concerns with teaching all personnel the same way. Deputy Chief 17 stressed the importance of life safety with these radios, the training responsibility and his comfortness. After much discussion, Chief 1 suggested a working group be formed with all questions/concerns be compiled and taken to Communications. Chief 1 will be the chairman of this committee. If interested in assisting or for your concerns please email him. It was also discussed that since Co.3 is going on line to set up times to visit there station and see how the system will be working. Please just don’t show up, set up a time thru Chief Barnes or Deputy Chief Koons.
Chairman Dusty Stoner, Vice Chairman William Dubbs, Secretary Jason Strite, Treasurer William FitzGerald and 2 Members at Large Dan Reed and Tom Shoop. On a Ebersole/Straley motion that a unanimous ballot be casted for the following positions. Motion passed.
OLD BUSINESS: Chief 5 will re submit the mutual aid officer’s policy.

NEW BUSINESS: Fire Prevention grant deadline is February 4, 2011. Junior FF academy is July 24-30. Chief 1 will push out SOG for Hostage/Barricade/Shooter for input.
